 Line spacing: 1.5 with 6pt spacing after paragraphs 
 Paragraph indentation at the start of each paragraph 
 Referencing style: APA format 

 

Review Process, Timeline, and Publication Opportunities 

Abstract Review: Submissions addressing the conference themes will undergo peer review by our 
organizing committee. Authors will be notified of decisions no later than March 15th, 2026. 

Registration: Upon acceptance, authors must register online promptly to secure their presentation slot. 

Full Paper Submission: Accepted presenters may submit full papers (2,000–5,000 words) by 
April 7th, 2026, for inclusion in the conference proceedings reader. 

Selected papers will be considered for publication in a special issue of the scientific journal “Gastronomy 
and Tourism”, providing an excellent opportunity to share your research with a broader academic audience.
